Granting encroachment to Byron Larry Lawson for installation and maintenance of
a chain link fence, walk gate and landscaping within the right of way area of the
3700 block of Witherspoon Street adjacent to
3707 MacGregor Drive, Richland County TMS #13907-06-04

WHEREAS, by Ordinance No. 92-75, approved on October 7, 1992 and Ordinance No. 94-
090 approved on January 18, 1995, B. Larry Lawson was granted the right to install and maintain a
chain link fence within the right of way area of the 3700 block of Witherspoon Street adjacent to his
property at 3707 MacGregor Drive; and,

WHEREAS, Byron Larry Lawson, (hereinafter "Crantees') desire to continue to utilize a
portion of the right of way area of the 3700 block of Witherspoon Street adjacent to his property at
3707 MacGregor Drive, Richland County TMS #13907-06-04, by removing a portion of the existing
chain link fence and installing and maintaining a new chain link fence approximately twenty-four
(24) feet in length and five (5 feet in height with a walk gate approximately four (4) feet in width
and five (5') feet in height, and landscaping, as shown on the attached drawing; and,

WHEREAS, it appears that the encroachment will not interfere with the use of the sidewalk or
street for traffic, utility locations or other uses within the foreseeable future; NOW, THEREFORE,

BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and City Council of the City of Columbia, South Carolina,
this 21st day of February, 2012, that Grantees, his successors and assigns is hereby granted the right
to utilize a portion of the right of way area of the 3700 block of Witherspoon Street adjacent to his
property at 3707 MacGregor Drive, Richland County TMS #13907-06-04, for installation and
maintenance of a new chain link fence approximately twenty-four (24') feet in length and five (5') feet
in height with a walk gate approximately four (4) feet in width and five (5) feet in height, and
landscaping, as shown on the attached drawing.

ALL WORK SHALL COMPLY with the requirements of The City of Columbia and South
Carolina Department of Transportation now in existence or hereafter enacted. The materials and
type of finish to be used are to be approved by the City Engineer prior to installation. Any damage to
the street or sidewalk caused by construction shall be repaired to the satisfaction of the City Manager.
Improvements within the encroachment shall be maintained by the grantee at no cost to the City in a
manner approved by the City Manager.

PROVIDED, HOWEVER, that in exercising the privileges granted under this ordinance,
Crantee, his successors and assigns, will indemnify and save harmless the City from any and all claims
or causes of action which may arise by reason of the construction or maintenance of the aforesaid
encroachment.

PROVIDED FURTHER that the privilege granted hereby is subject to the Grantee complying
with the following conditions, restrictions or limitations:

1. No item, including landscaping, shall be placed, planted or allowed to grow such that it
creates a visual impediment to persons safely entering or exiting the driveway or to persons safely
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walking along the sidewalk. The City reserves the right to remove or cut any item located within the
right of way which it deems to be a safety hazard.

2. Landscaping to be maintained by homeowner.

3. Fence posts must be located outside of the drip line of City trees to insure protection of
City trees.

4, Obstructions of more than be four

(4) feet in height are prohibited within the sight-
visibility triangle.

5. Forestry and Beautification shall be provided access to trees within the right of way for
maintenance purposes.

PROVIDED FURTHER that the privilege granted hereby may be modified or terminated by
Columbia City Council at any time without notice to the Grantee, his successors and assigns.

PROVIDED FURTHER that a certificate of insurance be issued as evidence of general liability
insurance with at least the minimum amount of $600,000.00 for personal injury and property
damage and naming the City as an insured, be provided to and filed annually with the City Clerk by
Crantee, his successors and assigns, as required by Chapter 11, Licenses, Permits, Business

Regulations, Article Ill, Contractors, Sec. 11-71, 1998 Code of Ordinances of the City of Columbia,
South Carolina.

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED that Grantee, in consideration of the above privilege, shall at his

expense provide for protection and relocation of all utilities that might be within this area to the
satisfaction of the City Manager.
