NATURE OF REQUEST:  Request for Preliminary Certification for Bailey Bill

FINDINGS/COMMENTS:

This is a ca. 1860’s home located at 1707 Wayne Street in Arsenal Hill. The home was updated sometime
during the early 20% century with a second floor and new windows, but the original central hallway with
double-pile floor plan remains, along with hand-hewn timbers and pegged mortise & tenon joinery. Vinyl
siding was installed on the fagade in the mid-20™ century. The home was associated with reconstruction
Senator Thomas Robertson and was later part of a thriving African American community, located on the
same block as the Richard Samuel Roberts home and the Harriet M. Cornwell Tourist Home.

The work proposed includes electrical, plumbing, termite repair to the structure, and removal of the
exterior vinyl siding to expose wood siding.

Pertinent Review Criteria from the Bailey Bill Ordinance
Sec. 17-698. Eligible rehabilitation.
(a) Standards for rehabilitation work. To be eligible for the special tax assessment, bistoric
rebabilitations must be appropriate for the historic building and the bistoric district in which
1t is located. This is achieved through adberence to the following standards:
(1) The historic character of a property shall be retained and preserved; the removal of
historic materials or alterations of features and spaces that characterige each property
shall be avoided.

Historic materials will be retained.

(2) Each property shall be recognized as a physical record of its time, place and use;
changes that create a false sense of historical development shall not be undertaken.
The property will be rehabilitated to reflect its original historic characteristics.

(4) Distinctive features, finishes, and construction techniques or examples of craftsman-
ship that characterize a property should be preserved.
All distinctive historic features and finishes will be retained and preserved.



STAFF RECOMMENDATION:
Staff finds that the proposal meets Section 17-698 of the Bailey Bill ordinance. Staff recommends that

1707 Wayne Street be given preliminary certification for the Bailey Bill, conditional upon qualified
rehabilitation expenses meeting or exceeding the 20% investment requirements.
